Installation and Setup

This installation will be for users using the XAMPP platform on a Windows Vista platform.  We are using XAMPP due to its package contents and the fact it is an open source project hosted on sourceforge.net.  We strongly urge that you use the standard version of XAMPP, and not the Lite Version, due to its lack of features (PEAR).  This installation process will be done in steps and will start from our sourceforge.net download page.

Step 1


The first thing you will need to do is download the Beta Release of Cataloger Pro.  This package, which is a ZIP file, will include all pages, a script to build your database, and all images.  You will need to un-zip this file to any directory you wish, but remember that directory for future use.

Step 2


After the download and un-zip has occurred, you will need to setup your XAMPP to work with our software.  XAMPP comes with standard installations of Apache and MySQL, which are not setup to accept specific options that are necessary to the functionality of Cataloger Pro.  Please follow the steps below to setup your XAMPP correctly.

A:


Visit your directory where XAMPP is installed (more than likely your C:/ drive or C:/Program Files/ ).  Open the XAMPP directory.
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B:

Now open the “apache” directory to setup your web server.  In this directory, you should see the directory “conf”.  Click on it to open.  This will bring up a window that has some files and folders.  Double click the file httpd.conf.  This file will contain the different options that you can turn on and off.  We will be using it so that you can access Cataloger Pro without having it located in the Apache folder.

Once you have this file open, you can edit it.  Add the following code at the very end of it so that you can access it using your web browser:

Alias /catalogerpro "C:/Program Files/Cataloger Pro/"

<Directory "C:/Program Files/Cataloger Pro/">

  Options Indexes MultiViews

  AllowOverride None

  Order allow,deny

  Allow from all

</Directory>
NOTE:   The piece of code above is set to find Cataloger Pro if it is placed in your Program Files folder.  If this is not where it is stored, please change the green line above to the correct directory.  Please take note of the forward slashes instead of the backward slashes.
This will allow you to enter into the URL in Firefox http://localhost/catalogerpro, and it will show you the software.  But first, we must setup MySQL to be able to run the database correctly.


D:

Now you must open the MySQL folder in the XAMPP directory.  Proceed to the “bin” folder, and locate the file named “my” (“my” is a .CNF file, however, it might not say .CNF).  This is where the settings for MySQL can be turned on and off.  We need to turn on the database’s ability to read the InnoDB Engine so that we can use Foreign Key technology.  The default will be set to MyISAM.
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You can use the file, located in the resources folder of Cataloger Pro with the same file name (“my.cnf”), to replace this one.  Basically, we have uncommented some lines of code to allow for the InnoDB Engine.


E:


Congratulations!  You have configured your copy of XAMPP to run Cataloger Pro Beta.  This process will be automated in the future, but for beta testing, it is critical the user takes these steps.  Now, all you have to do is open the XAMPP Control Panel and start the Apache and MySQL services by clicking on the buttons labeled “Start” as shown on the next page:
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The other options on the XAMPP Control Panel are for other programs that are included with XAMPP.  FileZilla is an FTP client and Mercury is an e-mail server.  However, we do not need these for this version of Cataloger Pro.

Step 3


Now all you have to do is type in the URL of Firefox http://localhost/catalogerpro/ and you will be taken to the homepage.  When the homepage is accessed for the first time, you might experience some flashes.  This is not an error on the page or a problem with the software.  Since you do not have a built Cataloger Pro database, it must be built.  The page is simply checking to see if there is a database.  If one exists, one does not need to be built.  Since this is your first time accessing the site, you will need one to be built, and this page does that for you.  On the next page is a screenshot of the homepage for your reference.
